The extended abstract should follow a structured format and be more concise than the full paper. It must include the following sections: Introduction, Literature Review, Method, Results and Discussion, and Conclusion. The text should be in Times New Roman, 11 pt, single line spacing, and fully justified.
Extended abstracts may include figures, tables, formulas, or images. The content should effectively summarize the study, including its preparation phase. Page margins should be 2.5 cm on all sides (A4 size). Text should be fully justified without hyphenation. The extended abstract should be minimum of 4 pages and maximum of 5 pages, including references.
British English should be used throughout. Abbreviations should be spelled out in full the first time they appear. Numbers ten and below should be written in words. Foreign language phrases should be italicized (e.g., Latin, French).

Sub-subtitle) subheadings should be left-aligned, bold, and in title case. A blank line should be inserted between paragraphs, with no paragraph indentation.

All materials and methods used in the study must be clearly stated. Subheadings should be used where necessary. The text should be in Times New Roman, 11 pt, single line spacing, and fully justified
